Madison Rotary will provide six $1,500 scholarship awards to graduating seniors who
exemplify Rotary’s motto of “Service Above Self”, through their volunteer service
activities and actions. Examples of service could include but not limited to
participation in a service club like Interact or Key Club, participating in organized
mission trips, volunteering to help others, volunteering at a community organization
like the YMCA, food bank or hospital, scouting, shoveling sidewalks for seniors, raising
money to benefit others, peer mentor programs, tutoring, etc.

Who is Eligible to Apply?

Graduating seniors who live in Madison and attend an accredited high school are
eligible to apply. (Does not have to be Madison High School). Financial need or
academics is not a consideration.

Scholarships will be awarded primarily based on the applicant’s volunteer efforts that
exemplify Rotary’s core value of “Service Above Self.”

Three of the six scholarships will be specifically designated for students who meet one of
the following criteria:

e Plan to attend a business, vocational, or technical school.

e Have actively participated in Madison Rotary programs or activities (e.g., Interact
Club, Christmas Tree Lot, Bottle Hill Day, Shred-It events, library clean-up, etc.).

e Plan to pursue a course of study in the performing arts.
