He differentiated between 
fundamental inflation and “man-made” inflation, which 
we are experiencing now.  Although the monthly totals 
seem high, the average for the year is 2.3 -3.0 percent.  He 
said he believes the fundamentals are strong, noting the 
market is up for 88% of the Standard and Poor listings.
