Tony Moore is President and CEO of Trinity Park Conser-
vancy, an organization tasked with overseeing the develop-
ment of ten thousand acres of the Trinity River Corridor, one
of the largest natural green spaces in the city of Dallas.

Moore leads the development and design of the Harold
Simmons Park, a 250-acre public park, the first project of the
Trinity River Corridor development.

Prior to joining Trinity Park Conservancy, Moore served
as Executive Director and CEO for Gathering Place, Tulsa’s
Riverfront Park. Gathering Place opened in 2018 and has
since transformed more than 100 acres of riverfront property
into a nationally acclaimed public park.

Before joining Gathering Place, Moore served as the Chief
Operating Officer for Zoo Tampa, where he relaunched the

Zoo'’s brand, introduced new signature programming and
oversaw atten-dance growth.

In his career spanning over 30-years, Moore has held senior-
level, leadership roles with other leading brands such as Sea-
World, Universal Studios, Discovery Cove, and Aquatica Water
Park. Moore is a veteran leader in the parks and public attrac-
tions industry with prominent experiences in park operations, park
design, brand management, marketing, and community
engagement

She )
said she had been researching her
own family both offline and online for many
years. You need to have some tools to work
with. One is a pedigree chart. Use the names
given at birth. Women are recorded with their
maiden names, The typical way to write dates
is day, month, year. When you are searching
for ilocation, go from smallest to largest. You
also have your other relatives, like aunts,
uncles and cousins. So you also need fanily
group sheets. Also think about relationships in
your family tree, such as half-siblings. There
are lots of good resources on the internet to
explain relationships of cousins and removed
cousins. Start gathering information with what
you know; start with yourself and your immedi-
ate family. Record everything you know about
yourself. Then work on the previous generation
and keep working back to the 1900s and 1800s
You want to get birth, marriage and death rec-
ords to help verify information. You will have
question marks, but you just have to go through
them methodically. You can start recording on
paper, but at some point the information will
become overwhelming. There are many sources

online, like Ancestry.com and Find My Past..
