No blackout dates but popular holidays book quickly. Area is considered dry-tropical 
from November thru May, with rainy season starting in June and ending in late 
October. January can be windy. No Visas are required for travel to Nicaragua. The 
package at the Villa does not include meals or airfare. 

 
San Juan River Adventure - We are combining the five-night resort package at 
Pelican Eyes with a four-day three-night package down the San Juan River of 
Nicaragua staying at the Sabalos Eco-Lodge for two adults. While at the Lodge 
all meals are covered.

Fund A Need is a very special part of our annual auction that gives you the 
chance to rally around a particular need, and support it at a level that is 
right for you. 

This year's special need is the final piece of our Surgical Center Project in 
Sabalos, Nicaragua.  The construction of the Sabalos Nicaragua Surgery 
Center is complete, and our Rotary Foundation Global Grant to equip the 
surgical center is now with the Foundation for approval. What is left? 

The final piece is our remaining commitment to fund the specialist doctors 
for the first 18 months of operations at this center.  We have requested and 
the Nicaraguan Ministry of Health has approved, one full-time 08/GYN, a 
half-time general surgeon and a half-time anesthesiologist. The monthly 
cost for these two full-time equivalent specialists is only $1,500 per doctor 
or $3,000 per month. Our goal this evening is to raise the $55,000 needed 
for the 18 month commitment.
