HISTORICAL BACKGROUND

In April, 1865, fifteen young students
left Kagoshima, Japan, to travel abroad
and learn Western ways. After spend-
ing some time being educated in Great
Brittan and Europe, these students re-
turned to Japan and became the driv-
ing force behind Japan’s moderniza-
tion.
One of these students, Kanaye Naga-
sawa, did not return to Japan and
eventually came to Santa Rosa, where
he was the builder and owner of the
Round Barn which is the historical link
between Kagoshima, Japan and Santa
Rosa.

ELIGIBILITY REQUIREMENTS

1. Students and parents should be
Sonoma County residents

2. Generally, students should be between
15 and 20 years old.

3. Students must have mantained a
respected level of achievement in both
academic and extra-curricular activities.

4. Students must attend all orientations.

5. Students and families must host a
visiting Japanese student the following
year, 2018, for two weeks in the
summer.

The cost to each student is approximately
$3,500. A limited scholarship might be
available. The trip is subsidized by the
Santa Rosa Sunrise Rotary, The Friends of
Kagoshima, Santa Rosa businesses, Rotary
Clubs of Hiroshima and Kagoshima and
the Friends of Santa Rosa in Kagoshima.

The trip is valued at approximately
$6,000.
