FINAL DRAFT ROTARY CLUB OF GOLDEN 

POLICY

ON

LEAVE OF ABSENCE

APPROVED BY THE ROTARY CLUB OF GOLDEN BOARD OF DIRECTORS PASSED AUGUST 23, 2012
BACKGROUND

We seek guidance from the 2010 Manual of Procedure from Rotary International and the current bylaws of the Rotary Club of Golden as follow:
ARTICLE XI OF CLUB BYLAWS FROM RI 2010 MANUAL OF PROCEDURE
Leave of Absence
Upon written application to the board setting forth good and sufficient cause, leave of absence may be granted excusing a member from attending the meetings of the club for no longer than twelve (12) months.

 

(Note: Such leave of absence does operate to prevent a forfeiture of membership; it does not operate to give the club credit for the member's attendance.  Unless the member attends a regular meeting of some other club, the excused member must be recorded as absent except that absence authorized under the provisions of the Standard Rotary Club Constitution is not computed in the attendance record of the club).
ARTICLE IX OF CURRENT GOLDEN ROTARY BYLAWS
Leave of Absence
Upon written application to the Board, setting forth good and sufficient cause, leave of absence may be granted by the Board excusing a Member from attending the meetings of the Club for a specified length of time. Such leave may, at the discretion of the Board, include a  reduction in quarterly dues. 
PROPOSED POLICY

From time to time, a Club Member may go through a set of personal circumstances that cause the Member to not attend to the requirements of being a Golden Rotarian.  To provide more consistency over time in the application of this policy in the spirit of the 4-Way Test, the following policy is adopted:
Any member of Golden Rotary may apply to the Board in writing for a Leave of Absence.  It is the custom of Golden Rotary to consider/grant a leave of absence in 90-day increments, consistent with guidelines of Rotary International. If the leave of absence is granted, the Member shall continue to pay both RI and District Dues, a pro-rata share of administrative costs, and any ancillary costs incurred by the Member such as breakfasts, Golden Rotary socials, District events, or other Rotary-related functions.
