 LAST WEEK AT R0TARY- Angie Jones, member of the FBI Cyber Crimes Task Force, talked about their efforts working with teenagers in the metropolitan area. Her task force consists of 5 staff people covering the western area of Missouri and the state of Kansas. Her stories and crimes    sounded like a television series, except her cases were all here in the Kansas City area. Crimes and stories that she told seemed like they happen in other big cities, but they do happen here in our own back yards. 

She told Rotarians that one out of eight runaway kids are sexually exploited. She went on to say that kids eight to eighteen are exposed to technology up to eleven hours a day.  Texting is one of the main sources of communications where kids send inappropriate pictures of each other causes the exploitation of girls. One picture can be reproduced many times in a 24 hour period. Kansas City is one of the top cities that this type  of activity is happening online. When adults are convicted of federal sexual crimes, they must serve 85% of their sentence. Kansas also has the same law now. She was asked many questions after her presentation. 
President Hank opened the meeting and Pat Crilly gave the invocation. Scott Kaufmann led the singing and Merle Parks introduced the visitors.

HISTORY- Headline in the Kansas City Star, dated Thursday EVENING, February 24, 1927, Rotary Clubs will celebrate its 22nd birthday. The founder of Rotary, Paul Harris, will be the main speaker. The Kansa City, Kansas and the Kansas City, Missouri Rotary Clubs will be the hosts of the event. Rotary Clubs from the eighth, twelfth, fourteenth and fifteenth districts have been invited. Other notable guests for the event will be John Carlson, Kansas City, Kansas District Governor of the fifteenth district. Visitors from 100 bodies are expected to be in attendance. The event marks one of the few public appearances by the founder of Rotary.
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Where the Gate to Kansas Swings Open
The Kansas City, Kansas Rotary Club was organized on November 2, 1915 and received its charter as Club No. 195 in January 1916.  Its members take pride in more than 90 years of Rotary service to the community and to international fellowship.  From this Club have come five District Governors and two Directors of Rotary International.  The Club’s history is as rich as that of the community it represents.

Following the Lewis and Clark expedition which camped at the confluence of the Kansas and Missouri rivers on June 26, 1804, in present day Kansas City, Kansas, this area became an important center for fur trappers.  In the following years, many Indian tribes were relocated here from the East.  In 1842 the Wyandot Indians acquired land here and founded a town.  During this period, and for the next five decades, this area became the main gateway to the inviting majesty of the sprawling Kansas Prairie and the American West.  This was where the frontier began.  Pioneers found river transportation, outfitters and the beginning of the Santa Fe and Oregon Trails.  After the covered wagons came major trunk railroads and barge lines.
In 1886, Kansas City, Kansas received its charter as an incorporated city, combining the towns of Wyandot, Argentine and Armourdale.  (Rosedale was added in 1922.)  Kansas City, Kansas is the site of the first industrial park in the United States, home of the prestigious University of Kansas Medical Center, and the location of the National Agricultural Hall of Fame and the nationally recognized Kansas Speedway.

Near the geographical and population centers of the contiguous United States, it is in the temperate latitudes at an elevation of 726 feet above sea level.  The average rainfall is 35 inches.  The average mean temperature ranges from 30°F in January to 80°F in July.  The lowest recorded temperature was -23°F on December 23, 1989, and the highest was 113°F on August 14, 1936.  Our city’s population of 145,000 and 155 square miles rank it 158th among cities in the United States.
