 Our Rotary Club will celebrate its 100th Anniversary on January 16th. As I was looking for material for the War Whoop this week I found a Kansan Newspaper with the celebration of our 50th year. The date of the newspaper was July 6,1965. The front page was completely dedicated to the celebration  of the 50th year of the Kansas City, Kansas Rotary Club. There were nine articles about the Club on the front page

The paper printed the history of the club as written by David Morantz, Club Historian and secretary. Arthur Stutz the second historian. David took a real interest in our history and with the short tenure by Art, our club has not had another historian that kept a written account of Club activities.

The front page had the pictures of the first president, Jacob Giesburg and the 50th president, Harry West.  The paper had pictures of the three District Governors that were members of our club. The members were John Carlson, Merritt Owens and Wilbur Lewis. Our club has had two more members, Don Baldwin and Bill Mullarky that were District Governors since that time. 
 
Pictures of the board of directors and officers were also printed on the front page. Bob Kimball was a member of that board. One other member of that board that present members might recognize was Dr. O.L.Plucker, Superintendent of Schools at that time.

Scott Kaufmann will be the program chairman for the day and for the month.

The Rotary had just three meeting places over the first 50 years. They were the Grund Hotel, Chamber of Commerce building and the Town House Hotel. After that year Rotary has met in the Ramada Hotel, YWCA  Building, Bethany Medical Center and  Hilton Garden Inn. The small head line in the Kansan was that the Rotary Club has been a good tenant during the first 49 years.
There were seven secretaries during the first fifty years and two since that time. Vince Lane was the secretary when your present secretary joined the club. Maxine Bowers followed Vince as secretary until August, 1969 and Jim Knight has been secretary since that time.
 Two longtime members, Sam Reynolds and W.A.(Bill) Bailey were tied for perfect attendance with 45 years at that time.

Club projects that were highlighted during this time were (1) that the Rotary Club suggested and helped organized a citizens committee which was successful in getting the two Kansas Cities to purchase the Intercity viaduct from private interests and make it free instead of a toll bridge, (2) Promoted interest toward building the present modern County farm(1965) and then held Christmas parties for the residents, (3) Under the leadership of two members, the Rotary Club raised $4,162.00 from the club members and built the first permanent structure at Camp Naish, the mess hall, (4) In 1934 raise the money to complete the water supply for the camp.
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Where the Gate to Kansas Swings Open
The Kansas City, Kansas Rotary Club was organized on November 2, 1915 and received its charter as Club No. 195 in January 1916.  Its members take pride in more than 90 years of Rotary service to the community and to international fellowship.  From this Club have come five District Governors and two Directors of Rotary International.  The Club’s history is as rich as that of the community it represents.

Following the Lewis and Clark expedition which camped at the confluence of the Kansas and Missouri rivers on June 26, 1804, in present day Kansas City, Kansas, this area became an important center for fur trappers.  In the following years, many Indian tribes were relocated here from the East.  In 1842 the Wyandot Indians acquired land here and founded a town.  During this period, and for the next five decades, this area became the main gateway to the inviting majesty of the sprawling Kansas Prairie and the American West.  This was where the frontier began.  Pioneers found river transportation, outfitters and the beginning of the Santa Fe and Oregon Trails.  After the covered wagons came major trunk railroads and barge lines.
In 1886, Kansas City, Kansas received its charter as an incorporated city, combining the towns of Wyandot, Argentine and Armourdale.  (Rosedale was added in 1922.)  Kansas City, Kansas is the site of the first industrial park in the United States, home of the prestigious University of Kansas Medical Center, and the location of the National Agricultural Hall of Fame and the nationally recognized Kansas Speedway.

Near the geographical and population centers of the contiguous United States, it is in the temperate latitudes at an elevation of 726 feet above sea level.  The average rainfall is 35 inches.  The average mean temperature ranges from 30°F in January to 80°F in July.  The lowest recorded temperature was -23°F on December 23, 1989, and the highest was 113°F on August 14, 1936.  Our city’s population of 145,000 and 155 square miles rank it 158th among cities in the United States.
