Charitable Funding Criteria

Criteria for Submitting Funding Requests 
Grants for contributions from funds of the Marble Falls of Rotary Club and/or the Rotary Club of Marble Falls Foundation Inc. are designated for the purpose of providing support to benevolent, charitable, educational, and physical or research undertakings of nonprofit agencies with particular emphasis on “project driven” events.
In order for organizations to receive grants, they must qualify under section 501 (c) (3) or other appropriate sections of the Internal Revenue Code of 1954.  In addition:

1. Beginning in 2014 distributions of funds can be for used expansion of new or existing programs for qualifying agencies. Grants may also be made for other purposes upon recommendation by the committee and approval by the Board.

2. There will be no disbursement of funds to individuals or special event fundraisers.

3. A request for funding will not be considered unless it is submitted on the proper form.

4. The deadlines for receiving applications are to be made no latter than 90 days prior to the event.
5. Requests for multiple year funding are acceptable based on the merits of the project. All grants should be measurable and, in the case of multiple years, sustainable.

Grant/Giving Committee Functions/Responsibilities:

1. The Grant/Giving Committee will review applications to the Rotary Club of Marble Falls and the Rotary Club of Marble Falls Foundation Inc.

2. The Grant/ Giving Committee will be composed of current president, 2 past presidents, president elect and 3 members at large. The president will 3 appoint members to serve for a one year term based upon his or her knowledge of the needs of the community. 
3. The Grant/Giving Committee will review the qualified applications which are received in the proper form by the prescribed deadlines. (Note: Any member of this committee whom is actively involved with an organization under review, that member will not participate in the review or consideration applicable to that organizations request.) 
4. The Grant/Giving Committee will make recommendations for funding to the Board of Directors for final approval. After action by the Board, the committee will ensure that applicants are notified of the decision to fund or deny requests.
