
Subject Line: Will you help us collect shoes?

Did you know that your old shoes can help support Riverton Rotary for the benefit of the Riverton 

community? This year, our service club is hosting a boot and shoe drive from July 1 through Oct. 7. We 

are asking family, friends, and members of our community to participate by recycling their gently worn, 

used, and new shoes. Can you help us collect 25 pairs of shoes to reach our goal?

Here's how it works: 

Start by checking around your home for pairs of shoes you have outgrown, don't fit correctly, or are no 

longer in style or season. These shoes can be tennis shoes, sandals, boots, dress shoes, heels, or flats – 

any size, youth or adult, male or female. They can be gently worn, meaning they have should have no 

holes, no mold, good insoles and clean. Once you have gone through your stash, ask your family or 

neighbors to do the same! Once you have collected a total of 25 pairs, you can drop them off at this 

year’s Day in the Park, July 12.

Even if you can’t collect a total of 25 pairs, it’s okay. Remember that every pair of shoes helps! 

Where do the shoes go?

The Riverton Rotary Club is paid by the pound for collected boots and shoes; those funds then go to 

support local community projects. Past and current Riverton Rotary efforts include city park development 

and improvements, college scholarships for graduating seniors, sponsored youth leadership camps, literacy 

support, community clean ups and more. But we aren’t asking for money, just your old shoes. Even 

better, this campaign helps you clean out your closets while keeping your old shoes out of landfill! 

After that, there are about 21 countries that the collected shoes are sent to, helping support 

microenterprises in developing nations such as Haiti, Cambodia, and Ghana.
