HICKORY HILLS VETERANS LODGE:  Orin Jackson (pictured), a 
retired roofer/remodeler from the Kansas City area, spoke to us today about 
this lodge he built on 100 acres of land he owns in Green City. He built it to 
help veterans suffering from PTSD. In 2015, he said 22 veterans a day were 
committing suicide and he wanted to 
do something to make a difference in 
veterans’ lives. Orin Jackson received 
all donated materials for the lodge 
from many sources, within just 1.5 
months. (He thanked Tim Peters who 
provided A/C, the local Home Depot 
for its help and the DAV which 

donated for a UTV.) He broke ground 
in 2016 and, 15 months later, opened the lodge in 2017. He said veterans 
visit the lodge for 2-3 days in groups of 5-6. They provide peer support 
to one another. In addition to outdoor activities, meals and lodging are 
provided, all without cost to the veteran. Orin read a thank you note 
received from a soldier who served three tours in Iraq in 2006/8. This 
soldier, who lost a leg to an IED, highly recommended the lodge which 
he said really helped him.  He had photos of veterans and more thank you 
notes for the attendees to review. Orin Jackson is seeking support from our club to pay for insurance and other 
costs it incurs in providing this facility at no cost to veterans.
