What does SPARK do?

SPARK focuses on 4 categories: Transportation, Housing, Transition to Workforce and Mentorship

TRANSPORTATION: Driver’s Education, Vehicle Repairs, Vehicle Insurance, Vehicle Purchase, Gift 
Cards for Gas or Uber

HOUSING: Referrals to Proper Agency Partners, Starter Kits for Homes or Apartments, Maintenance 

Teams, Rental Assistance Funds

TRANSITION TO WORKFORCE: Wardrobe for Interviews, Wardrobe Unique to Job, Responsibility to 

Work Schedule/Hours/Timeliness, Toolships

MENTORSHIP: Career Guidance, Instruction to Various Trades, Job Opportunities, Completing 
Applications and Mock Interviews, Support for Licenses and Certificates
