	Summerhouse Soap is a boutique soap manufacturer and a retail shop in Hyannis.  Founded as a one person operation twenty years ago, it now employs a staff of eight.

	The making of soap is perhaps the world’s second oldest manufacturing occupation (over 5,000 years) right behind beer (8,000 years).

	The basic recipe for soap is water, lye and fat.  Summerhouse’s uses a “Castile” soap recipe using 50% olive oil as the fat, plus coconut oil and palm oil.  Additions include scents and colors.

	Sales are at the main store in Hyannis, a network of retailers at Farmer’s markets and the internet.  They also will design and label products for private distribution.
