On March 8, 2024, the Federal Highway Administration (FHWA) signed the Supplemental Final Environmental Impact
Statement/Record of Decision, which announced the agency’s final decision and approval to reconstruct the Interstate
94 (1-94) East-West Corridor project. Last week’s program was an update of the status of this project. It was presented by Andy
Kowske Vice president-consultant at HNTB and Bill Mohr project supervisor. The project is underway with the goal to modernize

the stretch of 1-94 between 70th and 16th streets to improve safety, replace aging infrastructure (originally constructed in the
1960s) and reduce congestion.
