At the beginning of each Rotary year, the International & Foundation Committee look at
potential activities and projects that support the seven Rotary Areas of Focus. The seven
areas of focus are Promoting Peace; Fighting Disease; Providing Clean Water, Sanitation and
Hygiene; Maternal and Child Health; Supporting Education; Growing Local Economies and
Supporting the Environment. In addition, we provide information through the Bulletin and
at Club meetings that promotes greater understanding of the work that Rotary does across
the world. Activities undertaken this year are outlined below.

® Rotary Club of Moe “Adopt a School”

The latest Club project at the Banyuning School in Bali involved redeveloping the old
school tuck shop area into a new toilet block with 4 new toilet stalls and handbasin and
the construction of a new tuck shop. These works were undertaken as the old toilet
block at the school was being demolished to allow for a new classroom being built by the
Bali Education Department to accommodate the expanding number of students at the
school. Currently there are 250 students attending the school, plus a number of
teachers and staff.

This project supported a number of Rotary Areas of Focus, including supporting
education through better facilities for the students, improved sanitation and hygiene
with the provision of new toilets and handwashing facilities, and growing local
economies through the use of local tradespeople and materials.

Total Implementation costs of this project were $6,032.69 AUD, which was met through
a District 9820 Foundation Grant, a contribution from the Rotary Club of Moe, generous
donations from a number of individuals, corporate donations and a donation from the
Rotary Club of Morwell. We are extremely grateful for all the support we have received
which has resulted in a successful outcome for the school.

| would like to sincerely thank Michael Koch for his continued work and ongoing
connections with the Banyuning School which has enabled our Club to undertake a
range of works over a number of years. For this latest project, Michael liaised directly
with our contact at the school in Bali to monitor progress and facilitated payments as
needed to complete the works. This included a trip to Bali to physically inspect the
works being undertaken.

® Rotary Foundation Student Scholarship.

We have built a strong relationship with Lowanna

College over a number of years through the provision of the
Rotary Foundation Student Scholarships which provide
financial assistance to students nominated by the school to
help meet some of their educational expenses. This year we
were again fortunate enough to be able to successfully apply
for two student scholarships, with the first awarded in
September 2023 and the second in March 2024. Each
scholarship consists of a $500 contribution from Rotary
District 9820 and S500 from the Club, with distribution to
multiple students at the discretion of Lowanna College. b :
As in previous years, this resulted in a share of these funds being provided to a number
of students, with a total of six assisted across the two scholarship rounds.

The Rotary Club of Moe operates three separate accounts to manage the Club’s finances. The Project
Account records income and expenses associated with all service-related activities. The
Administration Account is used to monitor and manage income and expenses associated with Club
business operations during the year and the Disaster Fund is maintained at a level that enables the
Club to make an annual donation to the Disaster Aid Australia program and/or to respond directly to
other situations deemed appropriate during the year. The Disaster Fund is reimbursed from the

Project Account whenever such as donation is made to ensure there are sufficient ongoing funds to
respond to future events.

Project Account

During the year, the Club has undertaken a number of fundraising activities that have provided an
income source that ensure the Club was able to continue to support Rotary programs and Club
projects and to make a number of donations to community organisations.

One of the significant activities undertaken this year was the Wheelchairs for Kids event to raise funds
for the President’s Project. This event resulted in the Club being able to donate $1550 towards this
incredibly important program. Other fundraising activities included our annual Gippsland Rotary Golf
Classic and conducting of a number of barbeques in the community. The Club was also successful in
obtaining a $2000 District Grant for the “Adopt a School” toilet redevelopment program in Bali and
two Foundation Student Scholarship Grants of $500 each which enabled the Club to provide
scholarships to Lowanna College.
