Members Reports

Kirsty Snyder told us about the Art show at McDonald wing which is being held for one of the residents on the 24th April. Fliers are on the table. Kirsty said there was a good response to the photos she put on Facebook for the community market. She is undertaking some online courses with Facebook to learn more about how to engage viewers.
Guest Speaker
Chairman Dianne Honey welcomed Kirsty. Dianne told of her meeting Kirsty when she came into the Tinamba Store all those years ago.  It was an interesting coincidence when Kirsty emailed our club requesting help and Dianne heard her voice, instantly recognising Kirsty as the back packer who came into the Tinamba store. Kirsty has always been involved with Girl Guides since she was 7 years old. Next year she will be recognised for her 25yrs of adult service to the Girl Guide movement. She has worked in different parts of the world for the Girl Guides, sometimes being paid, including some time in Chile teaching English. When the Global Financial Crisis hit Scotland, she resigned from her job leaving the work for people with families. An example of how difficult it was to find a new position was one 3 days per week job had 145 applicants. She sold everything she owned and headed to America where she spent 8 years and did some work for the Girl Guides. It was fun and scary particularly as everyone had guns. From America she headed to Australia for a short stint. Visiting Brisbane where there was work available with the Girl Guides (which fell through) and family she then headed to Adelaide. Kirsty found she could have her visa extended if she worked on a farm for 3 months. At the time there was a position available in Maffra! So she drove over from Adelaide and commenced farming about 7 years ago. Farming was hard work and not sustainable with the long hours involved. That’s also where she met James. They looked for options to move on from farming with Kirsty heading back to school which was both daunting and costly. Kirsty completed her course, received her certificate and eventually commenced working at McDonald Wing where she was already volunteering. Kirsty has just returned from a trip home to Scotland visiting her parents. With airports snowed in she had an unexpected lay over in Dubai for 26 hours with all her expenses covered. She visited 3 Rotary clubs including Livingston where a young person was talking about RYLA which her Dad James is District Chairman. Kirsty presented President Graeme Livingston’s club banner and answered questions from our members.
