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Our Contributions to the Milford Community:

» Devon Rotary dedicated a 114 ft flagpole to the City of Milford in 2014. It is one of the largest
flagpoles in the State.

» Devon Rotarians created a program in 2020 to feed needy families in Milford. Thanks to Bridge
House & Lasses’ Restaurants we've currently served over 1,500 meals and continue this
program today.

» Devon Rotary supports the Boys & Girls Club of Milford annually.

Devon Rotary funds the Milford Fireworks annual “Kick off to Summer” at Lisman'’s Landing

» In 2006, Devon Rotary bestowed upon the City, the Devon Rotary Pavilion at Walnut Beach.
The club’s contribution to the project was over $150,000, and the club members continue to
maintain it.

» Devon Rotary contributed to the restoration of Liberty Rock Park. A large boulder in the Devon
section of Milford, once served as a lookout station during the American Revolution. During
the restoration, a marker explaining the site’s history was added, as were pathways, a flagpole,
and stone benches.

» Devon Rotary donates annual funds to the Beth El Center in Milford to support its food/meal
program, which has seen a dramatic increase in demand. We volunteer monthly to distribute
meals and have completed renovations & repairs to their dining facilities.

» Devon Rotary is a major sponsor and supplies a large portion of the Fish for the Children’s
Fishing Derby held annually at Milford Duck Pond.

» Devon Rotary provided grants to the CT Burn Center of Milford so children can attend the
Arthur C. Luf Children’s Burn Camp.
