The Service Above Self Award is presented at the Changing of the Guard Banquet and Program held in June each year.  The Waukesha Rotary Club will provide two seats for the event for the Recipient and a guest.  A grant of $250 will be given from the Waukesha Rotary Charitable Foundation to a 501 (c) 3 organization of the Recipient’s choice, provided that the organization aligns with the values of Rotary International.
Recipient will be asked to provide information for a media release to local and regional outlets and may be asked to be available for an interview with a member of the media, and a member of the Waukesha Rotary Club’s Public Image Committee.  Recipient may be invited to give a presentation to the Waukesha Rotary Club.
Priority will be given to those individuals or organizations who are active in any of the six international areas of Rotary focus or three local areas of focus for the Waukesha Rotary Club.
