To call attention to the problem of illiteracy and raise money for adult education and childhood literacy services in 

our community, the Rotary Clubs in Wayne County are sponsoring our 25th Annual fundraising event for Literacy.  

 

The Bee-Cathlon is a series of 8 literacy-related challenges. Activities will include internet research, quizzes, 

puzzles, and even some adventures that will take contestants out into their community. Teams earn points based on 

how correctly and completely each task is completed.   

 

Each team will receive a Bee-Cathlon Guidebook in early April. Teams then have about 2 weeks to complete 7 of the 

tasks and submit their responses to the judges. The final challenge and wrap up celebration will be held Saturday 

April 20th 2024 at the Lyons Community Center, 9 Manhattan Street, Lyons, NY, from 10 am until about noon.

The competition is open to Family and Youth Teams!  A team may register with up to 4 members, but at least 2 

will be needed to represent the team at the final event. The entire team registration fee of $100.00 will be donated to 

Literacy Volunteers of Wayne County and is non-refundable. 

             

Prizes will be awarded to the members of the top three teams in each category: Adult, Youth, and Family. In 

addition, the top Adult team will keep the Robert Nary Traveling Trophy for one year. The top Youth team will 

receive a Traveling Trophy for their school. The top Family team will receive a small take-home trophy.
