Board meeting of the CI Rotary Club was called to order by President Clyde Bloyer at 11:00 AM.

Minutes from the October 29, 2010 Board meeting were reviewed. Upon motion duly made by Trent Pepper and seconded by Mickey Erlandson, it was unanimously decided to approve the minutes of the October 29, 2010 board meeting.

Taste of Isanti Update: Mickey let us know about the new sponsors being added to the Sponsor Pyramid and of other possible sponsors that we are trying to acquire. We are doing well with obtaining sponsorships and the Taste event is coming along nicely.

Grants Update: Trent Pepper will be attending a District Grants Seminar which is a requirement for our club before we can request a grant. He is checking into the Kivuruga Nutrition Project through Our Response and plans to go to Rwanda, Africa in November. At this point in time, we can only apply for a district grant, but may try for a global grant in the future. Trent stated that the project goal and about 5 of the activities listed under that goal would fit in with the district criteria allowing us to ask for a grant. The district grant would provide matching funds - $3000 per club and could possibly comprise of 4 clubs from our district for a total of $12,000. Trent’s trip will be about 10 days long and cost approximately $3500 of which $1500 is for the airfare. Trent offered to contribute his $1500 air fare to the club which would make up half of the $3000 the club would need to raise for matching funds if our Rotary Club was going to be a supporter of this project. Upon motion duly made by Greg Carlson and seconded by Jean Anderson, it was unanimously decided to approve the project. Trent will keep us updated on the grant approval process, etc.

ARCC Scholarship Designation: Clyde updated us regarding the ARCC Scholarships stating that Rotary contributed $2000 and the college matched the funds giving us a total of $4000 to be distributed to students. After some discussion, Clark proposed and Trent seconded that the scholarship funds would be distributed as 2 - $1000 and 4 - $500 scholarships. It was also approved by the board to add Cambridge Christian School to the requirements for qualification.

Golf Tournament Discussion: Clyde informed us that Brad Larson has volunteered to coordinate the annual golf tournament with the college. Although we have discussed making the Taste our signature event, it was thought by some that a golf tournament would still be welcome.  Jean moved and Trent seconded to let Brad continue with planning a golf tournament for our Rotary Club. More discussion on this in the future.
