New fine artists, artisans and crafters are selected to participate in the show based on
the following:
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Originality of work

Quality of work

Variety of work (overall balance in display)

Quality of exhibit (backdrop and display are important)
Professionalism, friendliness and congeniality of exhibitor
How work fits into look and style of show
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Applications for jurying can be completed by sending the following via email; or 1st class
mail. We recommend email for fastest response. Items #1-5 are required; #6 is optional

1. At least 5 descriptive JPEG’s (preferred via email), showing quality and range of work If
photos can be viewed on your website, social media, ETSY (or the like), please provide link

2. Provide medium, description of work and price range

3. At least one EXHIBIT picture (showing how your space is set up)
You may use a picture from another show you attended; or submit a new set up picture.
PLEASE NOTE: All exhibitors must have a straight-leg 10x10 canopy covering for each
booth space rented; there are no exceptions - this event rule is strictly enforced. Your
submitted pictures for adjudication purposes do not need to show a canopy

4. Name, company name, address, phone (home/cell), email address, web site address

5. List of other shows where work has been/can be seen, if available

6. (optional) Biographical background, which can include education, brochures, awards, or
publications, where work has been featured
