Community Giving: Jay S. is the chair. Pres. Cathy said the committee has a budget of $13,000 and has
so far spent approximately half on community projects.

Finance Committee: Gregg D. reported Bingo projected revenue of 1/3 of anticipated funds. We will
still be able to meet our obligations this year and have $317,000 in savings.

Interact: Cindy I. said Interact has between 40 and 50 students working on a variety of events, including
the April Shredding event, senior visits, parent’s night out babysitting project, Apple Harvest.

RYLA (Rotary Youth Leadership Awards) Phil R. noted the application for sophomore’s going into their
junior year will now be electronic only. The camp in Maine will be held for 3 nights and 4 days in June.

Guest Thea Soucy, past president of Dover HS Interact club and RYLA grad described her experience as a
camper. She said it involved workshops, challenge courses, activities to learn to trust and lead as well as
fun things like swimming in the lake. She was pleased to find out registration was now electronic since
she knows students who didn’t apply because they didn’t want to mail in the application.

End 68 Hours of Hunger Project: Melissa L. said thanks to a District grant and club donation, Rotary was
able to install a $10,000 mini-split HVAC system at a building used by End 68 at St. John’s church to store
and pack 200 bags of food per week. Rotary volunteers on the 4" complete week of the month from 8
to 9:30 a.m.

Garden Committee: Noreen B. reported garden is resting — work will begin the 3 week in May.

International Committee: Gregg D. reported the club has a $15,000 budget for international projects
and have sponsored five this Rotary year for a total so far of $8,500. The Cheney’s also donated $10,000
to support projects with a Rotary club in Mexico. The committee meets quarterly.

Membership: Steve P. said the committee meets once a month via zoom and are currently reviewing
membership tiers, a new membership buddy program and determining the next evening club
membership recruitment meeting date/place.

Student of the Month: Gregg D. described the opportunity to feel really good about Rotary by joining in
the fun and surprises at the next presentation — monthly at the Dover Middle School. The winners are



chosen by faculty based on their contributions to improving the community/school. The winner receives
a $100 gift card for their own use and the club donates another $100 to a charity of the student’s
choice. Recent charity recipients include Dover Children’s Home, Breast Cancer Awareness and the
Children’s Museum.

Milk & Eggs Project: Cate R. noted this program has a $35,000 budget and the need and use is huge.
Rotary works with Janetos Market to purchase the milk and eggs at their best prices and provides
voucher cards to CAP, the Dover Food Pantry and Our Daily Bread panty (St. Joseph’s Church). At half
the Rotary year, more than 65% of the budget has been used. Members had questions and suggestions
to make improvements. Rod B. suggested the committee consider creating signs as a thank you and
promotion that could be displayed in businesses working with Rotary that might say — “Partners with
Rotary.” His suggestion was referred to the PR committee.

PR Committee: Beth F. reported eight signs promoting Rotary will soon be hanging from poles around
Dover, the video project is almost complete. The committee is looking for tech people to help with
google maps project and an Instagram get up. Contact Beth, if interested.

Shoe & Boot Committee: Nick P. said local schools, police notify the committee of kids (and occasionally
seniors) needing shoes and books and the club provides vouchers for up to $55 through a discount
program with Red’s Shoe Barn.

Mitten Project: Jim M. invited Rotarians to promote and participate in the next mitten making project
on Saturday, Jan. 24 from 9 a.m. to 12 p.m. at Broadway location. Over 30 attended the last community
project in partnership with Seacoast Sweet Stitches.
