Bio: Robert is a dedicated career educator 
whose journey began in South Carolina and 
has taken him across seven states. 
Throughout his career, he has served in a wide 
range of impactful roles: classroom educator, 
department chair, lead instructor, professional 
learning facilitator, project coordinator, and 
currently, the Seacoast Student Success 
Manager at the NH Career Academy. Robert is 
a certified educator, an executive functioning 
coach, and a classroom management 
consultant who believes all students have the 
potential to succeed and realize their dreams. 

Robert Grant introduced Rotarians to the NH Career Academy. NHCA 

began as a program established by Gov. Sununu, with the objective of 

keeping NH kids in NH. It is a dual-enrollment program – students 

receive a high school and associate’s degree at the same time. Funding 

comes from the state and from businesses who often then hire 

students. Majors include hospitality, nursing, automotive, business and 

more. They are currently located at three different community colleges 

– Manchester, NHTI in Concord, and Mr. Grant is at Great Bay CC. 

Who are the students? 

➢ Gifted who don’t find regular high school working for them 

➢ Students who have a difficult time in high school 

➢ Students who have no idea what they want to do after high 

school 

Typically, student ages are 16 – 20, with about 15 high school credits. 

The academy’s philosophy is to show students how they can make an impact and how valuable they are.

Also, on-line approved courses, and alignment of community 

college courses with those requirements is another way.
