July 1, 1982-June 30, 1983

The demotion of Dean Detweiler at the Holiday Bowl in
late June was a masterpiece. It was largely written and
produced by Past-president Bob Wagle.

The new term started with a wvisit {rom District Governor
Richard King of the Niles-Fremont club who addressed the
club in early August. While conceding that the Hayward
club was strong in fellowship and other sundry activities,
he admonished us to come up with a 100% Paul Harris
Fellowship and inerease our number of new members by
25%.

The subsequent club barbecue for members and their
wives was staged at the Ministry Center at California
State University. Paul Ehret, former member of Hayward
Rotary, was appointed to be the Area Representative.

Police Chief Charley Plummer brought an electric quality
of energy and drive to our meetings with standing room
only. He enlisted the aid of a "stunt committee" of idea
men whom he charged with keeping the meetings humorous

and exciting. During his term his wit and quick repartee with Milt Murdock and
Nels Clemens and former presidents Wayne Wright and Niel Carew made members
and visitors eager to be present.

In addition, Charley put all his persuasive powers to end the "early leaver"
problem which had plagued the club for a decade. At the beginning of his term
he announced that the Hayward club would not tolerate this type of insult to club
speakers and suggested that members as well as "make-ups" go somewhere else if

they were not prepared to "stay the course.”
