This was an informa-
tive & sober wake-up
call to the effect of the changing demographics in California
& the impact on our educational system & future labor skills
base. As the minority population increases, the access to edu-
cation grows in the community college system. While enroll-
ment has few barriers, completion rates are significantly be-
low 4 year colleges. Since the minority population is grow-
ing so rapidly, this means fewer skilled workers for the in-
tensely competitive market facing Silicon Valley.
