The International Rescue Committee,
and what it does, was a revelation to many of those attending. First
you should know that it was founded by Albert Einstein as a
response to his days in Hitler's Germany. Consider the following:
There are approximately 22.5 million
refugees world wide, the majority of
which are orphans under 18 years of age.
The International Rescue Committee
meets the individuals at the airport and
provides basic needs including

finding jobs. It was noted that the San
Jose area is in need of motivated
employees and many are relocated here.
In order to be admitted into the United
States a refugee has to endure an 18 to
P R 24 month vetting period which includes
21 mterwews In spite of the fact more than 30 countries worldwide
accept refugees, less than 1% of the world’s refugees were settled
in 2016.
