Young men and women spend a week in  a 

challenging program of discussions, inspira-

tional addresses, leadership training and social 

activities designed to enhance personal devel-

opment, leadership skills and good citizenship. 

Leadership concepts conveyed during the 

program are reinforced and practiced in many 

ways, including group challenges, individual 

participation and activities on the Ropes 

Course, which focuses on effective communi-

cation, trust, confidence and cooperation.
