Once a sponsorship request is received, a BSRC member will confirm the receipt. If your organization is seeking
volunteers, then the request is brought to the full club during the first week of the month for review and approval. A
response can be expected shortly thereafter. For those seeking financial support, the turnaround time is 30 days. BSRC
members will review the guidelines to best match the sponsorship opportunity.

Complete the form with all the necessary information. Include any additional information that supports the request. Mail
in the materials to BATH SUNRISE ROTARY CLUB, P.O. Box 1111, Bath, Maine 04530. A BSRC member will call to confirm
its receipt and discuss next steps. Application materials can also be given to any BSRC member for consideration.

Please know that as part of the sponsorship, BSRC would like to learn how the project was accomplished by either a
presentation to the full membership or through a letter, whichever is determined to be most appropriate.
