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Scholarship for a High School Senior Entering College or Trade School
in the 2024 – 2025 School Year
Application Instructions and Form
Sponsored by Rotary Club of Denver Mile High (DMHR)

Purpose:  
The Rotary Club of Denver Mile High is offering three one-year academic scholarships to three High School seniors to further their academic aspirations.   Each candidate for the 2024-25 scholarship must be a senior from an eligible institution with an active Rotary Interact Club.

Award Amount:  
$2,000 to be used for school-related expenses.
Criteria:
1. The applicant must meet the following requirements: 

a. Be a senior high school student at an eligible institution such as the CEC Early College, Aurora Central High School, or East High School.  
b. Actively participate in Rotary’s Interact (also called “Young Rotary”) or other service organization.

c. Be expected to graduate from high school at the end of the 2023-24 spring semester.

d. Has either been accepted or has applied to a university, college or trade school accredited by an agency recognized by the U.S. Department of Education. Note that the scholarship will be granted only if the student has been accepted by and registered at the accredited school.
2. Additional criteria:

a. The student is expected to have a minimum grade point average of 3.5 out of a 4.0 or a comparable average during high school.
b. Preference will be given to a student who will be a first-generation college attendee.  For the purposes of this application, a first-generation college attendee is a person attending college whose parents do not have a college degree.
c. An applicant’s need for additional financial assistance for tuition may also be considered.  In determining that need the Scholarship Committee will consider other sources of financial assistance that may be available to the applicant for the academic year. 
d. The Committee will select recipients across all schools that feed the application pool.  In addition to the other criteria specified in this document it will make the awards based on greatest need, highest achievement, and community involvement. 
3. Consideration of full ride and partial scholarships.
a. To make higher education opportunities available to as many students as possible, this scholarship will not be granted to a student who has been offered or has accepted a full ride scholarship.
b. If the student receives a partial scholarship the Committee will evaluate whether the DMHR scholarship will be used towards school-related expenses.
To apply, contact the Student Counselor or Young Rotary Sponsor at your school. 
1. Completed application form.  Application form is attached and will also be available on the DMHR Club website:  https://denvermilehigh.org/

2. One (1) letter of recommendation from a high school teacher, counselor, administrator, or principal.

3. A current high school transcript. 
4. An essay responding to the questions on page 2 of the application form. 
Review Process:

1. The application must be returned by Friday April 5, 2024.
Interview:

1. Finalists will be interviewed from mid to late April 2024.  The recipients and alternates will be determined pursuant to the criteria stated earlier.  
2. At an in-person or online interview, each applicant will be asked about:
a. Your goals and aspirations,
b. A financial plan for completing your academic studies, 

c. Expectation of what you will do after completing school.
d. Development of a well-conceived plan to reach your goals and aspirations will be an important consideration in evaluating your application.   

The Scholarship:
1. Notification of the scholarship will be made by email and will include a list of the information that we will need from the scholar to publicize the honor and make payment directly to the scholar’s chosen school. Payment of the scholarship cannot be given directly to the student or other individual.  
2. There will be a formal award ceremony at a meeting of Denver Mile High Rotary Club in May or June.  The student and his/her family will be invited, along with the person who wrote the letter of recommendation.
3. If a student chosen to receive the scholarship cannot meet the requirements, an alternate will be designated to receive the scholarship. 
After the Scholar has been selected: 

1. A member of Denver Mile High Rotary will act as the scholar’s mentor and we encourage the scholar and mentor to stay in touch during the year.  
2. The scholar and mentor will jointly arrange a visit to a Denver Mile High Rotary meeting during the first 6 months of the scholarship to talk about school experiences and what the scholarship has meant.
3. Scholarship payments will be made by the DMHR Foundation directly to the institution.
