One great example of that kind of impact: Rotary clubs in
Colorado endowing a pediatric mental health fellowship at Children's Hospital Colorado.

Bindi Rajasegaran
will talk about a Rotary-led project in Malaysia helping children develop skills to cope with
mental health challenges and building capacity for support throughout the country.
