In more than 190 countries worldwide, approximately 1.25 million Rotarians belong to more than 31,500 Rotary clubs. Rotary club membership represents a cross-section of the community's business and professional men and women. The world's Rotary clubs meet weekly and are nonpolitical, nonreligious, and open to all cultures, races, and creeds.

· Mars Applefest- a fun community event each first Saturday in October in Downtown Mars

· Dictionary Program - free dictionaries are distributed to elementary students in the Mars and Pine-Richland school districts

· Community Projects - helping fund projects like the barn in Richland park and a pavilion in Adams park and many others

· Rich-Mar Rotary’s Annual All-You-Can-Eat Pancake Breakfast raising funds to support community service projects

· Student-of-the-Month and scholarship recognition

· Roadside Clean-up projects

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What are the Financial Commitments as a member of Rich-Mar Rotary?

Dues
Through semi-annual billing, The Rich-Mar Rotary strives to make the payment of your membership dues as easy and convenient as possible. We urge you to speak with one of our Rich-Mar Rotary officers for more information regarding the commitment and many benefits of Rotary Membership. 

A.     Dues Option 1- Members can opt to be billed semi-annually $70.00 for Rotary International/District dues and the cost of 26 lunches, which is $13.00* per week for 6 months.  * Lunch cost is $15 but for prepaid dues members will receive a discount of $2.00 per lunch.
       Or
B.     Dues Option 2- Members can opt to be billed $70.00 semi-annually for Rotary International/District dues.  Additionally, members will pay $15 + $1.00 surcharge for lunch at the door only when attending a meeting.
Rotary Foundation- We ask that each Rotarian support the Rotary Foundation with a monetary gift of $10 -$100 at minimum, each year.  This keeps the club in good standing and will be directed to support critical projects locally and internationally. 

Fundraisers- The Rich Mar Rotary encourages members to engage in fundraising activity by soliciting sponsorship for the Annual Charity Golf Outing and selling tickets to the Annual Pancake Breakfast.  On occasion additional fundraising opportunities will be offered. 
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Can I attend a meeting if I am not a member? 

We encourage and welcome those who want to know more about Rich-Mar Rotary, to visit!  Your first lunch meeting is complimentary. No obligation to join.  This is a great way to learn more about Rotary and how you can impact the world while developing meaningful and lifelong friendships.
