Sergeant Lynton Kettle called the meeting to order and welcomed the guests and members. Guests were
Sue Law, Robyn Liberale and Luciano Liberale had brought three guests from Cividale del Friuli who are
visiting Australia. They were Caterina, Massimo and Lucca and Luciano had been showing them the Blue
Mountains and they were getting ready to visit the Snowy Mountains.

Sergeant Lynton Kettle invited Rosemary Kelly to recite the invocation, followed by the International
Toast. The toast was especially personal for Rosemary who with her late husband Frank would always
proudly celebrate St Patrick’s Day each year.

International Toast.

Sunday was St Patrick’'s Day. Céad Mile Failte (which literally means “one hundred thousand welcomes”.
In Ireland this is the expressive way by which the Irish greet each other and visitors to the green isle.)

You are never fully aware of how many hues of green there are until you attend a St Patrick’s Day function,
as some were seen to do this Sunday, just gone.

Saint Patrick's Day was made an official Christian feast day in the early 17" century and is observed by the
Catholic Church, the Anglican Communion (especially the Church of Ireland), the Eastern Orthodox
Church, and the Lutheran Church. The day commemorates Saint Patrick and the arrival of Christianity in
Ireland, and, by extension, celebrates the heritage and culture of the Irish in general.

This Sunday pulled a few of my heart strings, it being the second in the absence of my Frank. Of course,
the name “Kelly” is as synonymous to Ireland as one can get.

Consequently, we as a family, treated the day as the ultimate feast and celebration of all things Irish.

It takes me back to one of our return visits to Ireland and a visit that Frank and | made to a dinner meeting
with the Rotary Club of Waterford based in Waterford City, the home of Waterford Crystal and formerly a
Viking stronghold. It was their arrival and occupation that led Waterford to be Ireland’s first city. Also the
village Frank comes from is called Helvick which is also a Viking name.

Sergeant Lynton then welcomed President Don Graham to the microphone.

President Don also welcomed the guests and then proposed a toast to past member Frank Kelly who
sadly passed away in June 2022.

President Don announced that on the 16" April there would be an Honorary Members’ night for those past
members who still readily help out at the various Club projects.

President Don then thanked Rosemary Kelly and Will Eddowes for coming up with the idea and
organising the visit to the Joadja mining village and distillery and said that Bob Miller would be talking
about the visit later in the meeting.

The Salvation Army has invited the Club to assist with its Red Shield Appeal. There will be a collecting
point at the MUNA (Model United Nations Assembly) event on the 25" May. Also in April sometime we will
explore the possibility of having a collection outside Bunnings Warehouse.

Luciano Liberale once again called for volunteers to help at Brigadoon on the 6" April for a few hours for
which the Club will be paid. Please contact Louie if you can help.

President Don said that Anil and Praz from Nepal (who visited our Club late last year a few times) have
written to Don to encourage members and families to attend the screening of the Nepali film Mahajatra
which is screening next Monday March 25" at 6:30pm at the Empire Cinema.

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Bob Miller then gave a short talk about the recent visit to the historic Joadja mining town site and the
Joadja Distillery. Bob was very impressed with the owners, Valero and Elisa Jimenez who after a cup of
coffee gave a summary of the history and the background to township.

The town of Joadja was established in the late 1870’s by the Australian Kerosene Oil and Mineral Co.
Hundreds of Scottish oil shale miners and their families were brought out to Australia and they brought with
them their skills in the mining and retorting technique.....and the stilling and brewing of * st grog”!

The Scottish heritage in the valley and the history of "sly grog" has inspired the Jimenez family who
currently own and manage Joadja Town, to establish the Joadja Distillery in 2014.

The township was mainly self-sufficient growing their own food and having a good water supply they
managed to avoid the pitfalls of pubs, gambling and other vices that typically affected other mining areas of
Australia. Also their isolation meant they avoided epidemics that were around in the late 1800s and early
1900s.

Overall the visit was a great success and enjoyed by those attending. Bob recommended that anyone who
missed the visit should try and join one of the tours later in the year.

David Rees gave a very clever and hilarious talk about the lunacy in the English language which makes it
so confusing to non-English speakers trying to learn the language. He started with an aside about why in
death the eyes die last (because they dilate!) and then had everyone in fits as he reeled off many of the
anomalies in the way English is spoken. Well done David.

Guest Speaker: Don Graham.

After dinner, which from the almost 100% clean plates seemed to have been enjoyed by all, it was time for
the guest speaker. He needed no introduction as it was our own President Don Graham!

Don gave a very interesting talk on his career and how he ended up not where he was aiming but in a rural
law practice that was fulfilling and turned out for the better for him. The talk was interspersed with amusing
anecdotes and some hilarious cases that had members in fits of laughter. In the thousands of cases he was
involved with in his 30 years of practice only two involved murder and only one of those was he defending
an accused murderer. Not like court cases are usually portrayed on TV law dramas. Sheep stealing or
wives “jumping the fence” were more likely to be at the core of his country cases.

Don’s family originally came from Bowral so it's not surprising that he has ended up back in Bowral. He has
eight siblings (or he was one of eight siblings?). When he qualified his plan was to have a short stint in the
country and then to end up in Sydney with the big boys. After a short time in Forbes he somehow ended up
doing a Master’s degree at London University. His boss from Forbes also ended up in London but was ill
and persuaded Don to return to Wellington to help out at the practice while his boss was ill. However after
only two months the boss left due to ill health and at a very young age, Don was in charge of the practice
and stayed there nearly 30 years! The ill ex-boss still lived on another 25 years.

We heard about death threats, some more rural court cases and the now famous tale of Don as kid hitch
hiking to Sydney from the Southern Highlands because he’d lost his train fare in a game of cards in the
1960s.

Luciano Liberale described the funeral of past member John Griggs that was held last week at St
Thomas Aquinas Catholic Church in Bowral and which was well attended. John had joined The Rotary Club
of Bowral-Mittagong in 1993, was awarded a PHF and was secretary of the Club for many years.

John’s legacy is one of unwavering commitment and service. He devoted 21 years of his life to the
Australian Regular Army. His tenure as a Gun Position Officer of the 103rd Field Battery, where he
provided direct support to D Company 6 RAR during the historic battle of Long Tan, held a special place in
his heart. Additionally, his role as a Forward Observer for C Company 5 RAR was a pinnacle of his military
career. A renowned Gunner throughout his service, John earned a reputation as a Gunner of distinction.
His journey led him to the Long Gunnery Staff Course in the UK, where he honed his skills and expertise.
Subsequently, he assumed command of 107 Field Battery.

In the early 1980s, John made the transition from military to civilian life. An opportunity arose for him to join
the family business, the New Criterion Hotel in Narrandera. This venture was followed by stints at the
Amaroo Hotel in Dubbo and, finally, the Grand Bar & Brasserie in Bowral. Despite leaving the Army, his
dedication to service and community remained unwavering.

Don Graham closed the meeting and reminded all that next week’s meeting is at the Bowral Bowling Club
