62nd Orchid Show  

Beginners are welcome to join.  

Julie came to Honolulu in 1969 as a school teacher after graduating from Cal State Fullerton.  

Eventually, she settled in Hilo.  

Hilo Orchid Society is beginning its Orchid Isle Project trying to re -establish Hawaii as the Orchid 

Isle.  They are trying to get the county, state, and travel industry organizations to get the word 

out to make Hawaii the Orchid Isle by growing orchids around town and at peopleõs homes.  

They are using the zoo as a pilot project and have 600 orchids there.  

If you would like orchids to replant around your home or work, please call Julie (808 -333-5989).  

She will even teach you how to re -plant them on trees in your yard.  

 

Replanting your orchid on a tree : 

& Take orchid plant out of container.  

& Hose off the debris from the roots.  

& Cut of dead roots.  

& Place new roots facing the tree.  

& Tie off orchid to tree with biodegradable products like twine.  

& The orchid will do the rest and grow.  

 

When Orchids Are Done Blooming!  

& Take them out of their pots.  

& Wash off the medium with a hose.  

& Tie them with string or twine to fork of a tree or onto the trunk of a hapuôu tree 
fern.  

& Place the new growth closest to the tree where the new roots can hang on.  

& They do best in filtered light ð not too bright, not too dark.  

& Put a small damp wad of sphagnum moss around base of roots to hold 

moisture til they root.  

& Take an old teabag (without the tea) and put in 12 -15 pellets of time -release 

orchid fertilizer and place above roots.  

Biggest pests on new roots and shoots?  Snails, slugs, RATS! YES!
