May 4, 2014 marked the 27th anniversary (1987) of the U.S. Supreme Court ruling that Rotary 

clubs may not exclude women from membership on the basis of gender.  

The 1989, Council of Legislation voted to admit women into Rotary clubs worldwide.  The 

vote followed the decades -long efforts of men and women from all over the Rotary world 

to allow for the admission of women into Rotary clubs, and several close votes at previous 

Council meetings.  

The response to the decision was overwhelming:  By 1990, there were over 20,000 female 

Rotarians.  

Even though we like to think that the United States is the leader in the world in equal rights, 

this was not the case in Rotary.  

In 1950, a Rotary club in India proposed that the word òmaleó be deleted from the Standard Rotary Club Constitution.  Not approved by 

the council on Legislation.  

In 1964, a proposal to the Council by a club in Ceylon (now Sri Lanka) to admit women was withdraw by the delegates.  Two other 

proposals to allow women to be eligible for honorary membership were also withdrawn.  

In 1972, a US club proposed admitting women at the Council on Legislation.  

In 1977, three separate proposals were submitted to the Council.  In addition, a Brazilian club proposes to admit women as honorary 

members.  

That same year, the RC of Duarte, CA admitted women in violation of the RI Constitution and Standard Rotary Club Constitution .  Because 

of this violation, the clubõs membership in Rotary International is terminated in March 1978 , only to be reinstated in September 1986.  

From 1983-1986, the Duarte club was involved in lawsuits with RI.  California Superior Court ruled in favor of RI.  Appeal to California Co urt 

of Appeals reverses the lower courtõs decision.  California Supreme Court refuses to hear the case and it is appealed to the U.S. Supreme 

Court.  The RI attorney argued that òé [the decision] threatens to force us to take in everyone, like a motel.ó 

Earl Warren, 14th Chief Justice of the Supreme Court, was a Rotarian.  His trademark on the bench was to interrupt a counselõs argument 

with the simple, almost naµve question: òYes, but is it fair?ó  On May 4, 1987 , the U.S. Supreme Court rules that Rotary clubs may not 

exclude women.  

In June 2012 , there were 215,207 female Rotarians and 532 women were district governors.  We are waiting for 2014 figures.
