•	 Correct grammar, punctuation and spelling are important. 
•	 You will be scored on what you have to say and how well you say it.

format will be returned for resubmission, and resubmission must meet the deadline.
2.	 Send a copy of your application to your counselor so they have a record of your submission.

Your application/essay will be read and scored over the summer. If you rate among the Top 10, you will be 
contacted in late August to schedule an interview for selecting the top three awards. The Youth Salute awards 
luncheon for ALL participants will be held in October 2024.
