As a result of a gradual continual fall over recent years,  in membership in both the former Chatswood and Roseville Chase Rotary Clubs, an ongoing difficulties in attracting new younger members and a declining ability to adequately fulfil the ideals and objectives of Rotary, the two (2) clubs entered into discussions in 2019 to explore the feasibility of a merger.
Those discussions lead the two(2) clubs to conclude in February 2020, that a merger could lead to an ongoing positive involvement in Rotary, with the merged club to commence as from 1 July 2020..
The process for the merger, and to enable commencement of planning of programs and events for 2020/2021, involved the two clubs jointly electing, by electronic voting, a Provisional Board comprising  of members of both clubs for remainder of the 2019/2020 Rotary year, which would then become the Board of the merged club for 2020/2021.

From March 2020, the Coronavirus COVID-19 pandemic prevented attendance meetings of members for all negotiations, meetings of the Provisional Board and Clubs, which were conducted by digital conferencing (Zoom Meetings)

Formal approval of the merger was advised by Rotary International on 22 May 2020, with the former Chatswood Rotary Club Charter date of 29 July 1948 and Rotary Club Identification number 18011, being adopted for the merged club of The Rotary Club of Chatswood Roseville.

The Rotary Club of Chatswood Inc was chartered on 29 July, 1948 and has been continuously active in its communities ever since. 

 Over its 72 years the Club assisted the local and international community in a wide range of areas. Some achievements of which the Club is very proud include the planning and building of a Senior Citizens' Activity Centre (the first of its kind), raising substantial funds for bush fire disaster relief, financing an organ transplant seminar and many more projects of this kind.
The Club had a future which now as the Rotary Club of Chatswood Roseville Inc., is to continue to build on the legacy of over 72 years of service and to raise awareness of Rotary, and in particular the Rotary Club of Chatswood Roseville, by increasing  activities in the local community and providing a Club environment that focuses on having fun while engaging in projects with strong local community and business participation.

The Club  aim to strengthen it by raising the public profile and promoting membership growth which is paramount to enabling a club to expand its areas of service in both the global and local communities.
The Club remains proud of the wide range of activities it has undertaken during the 70+ years it has been serving the local communities. ROTARY CLUB OF ROSEVILLE CHASE Inc.
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The Rotary Club of Roseville Chase has been in existence since 24 April 1990, when its Charter was granted and registered as Club No. 27149 by Rotary International.

 It was started by a group of like-minded friends with genuine interests in actively giving something back to the community and having a lot of fun in the process.
 That culture of fun remained at the heart of the club throughout its existence.
Just a few of some of the major projects of which the Club was very proud were,

· the construction of two picnic BBQ facilities at Echo Point and a children's play park in Malga Avenue, Roseville Chase,

·  involvement in sponsoring and hosting seventeen (17) people under the International Rotary Youth Exchange program, 

· local primary schools public speaking and essay writing competitions, 

· initiating an indigenous Medical Project at Newcastle University,

·  assisting with and co-coordinating  funding of a Ku-ring-gai and Hornsby Meals on Wheels vehicle, and a Royal North Shore Hospital Radiology Head Coil project, 

· and several International projects in Timor Leste, Vanuatu, Uganda and Mumbai India.

With a membership which fell from 62 in 2009 to 21 in 2020, and a significant difficulty in attracting new members, the activities of the Club became contracted. 
There was a gradual decline in the Club's ability to adequately fulfil the ideals and objectives of Rotary which culminated in the decision by the club to hand its Charter back to Rotary International and merge with the Chatswood Rotary Club, to become The Rotary Club of Chatswood Roseville  Inc, effective as from 1 July 2020.
