MEETING REPORT 20/6/16 

The news that our esteemed President Ian had a bad dose of the flu and would not be present to captain 

the ship caused mild panic among those trying earnestly to not be seconded as his stand in.   We need 

not have worried.   Immediate Past President Adrian assumed (or should that be snatched!) the oppor-

tunity to again rule over what was his kingdom last year.  (It is apparent to this correspondent that his 

illusions of grandeur and lust for power have not been quelled in his Sergeant’s role!)

and we were invited to “have a chat”. 

Dinner completed, and “He Claudius” brought the meeting to order by giving our bell the three biggest 

thumps it has had for years, likely breaking windows within a kilometre but certainly getting everyone’s 

attention.

Par-

ticularly she aims to have members more involved .  Items raised included – 

Theo G advised that he had applied for a Foundation District Grant to fund two planned RYPEN camps 

in Timor Leste.  If the application is successful $6000 of club funds will be matched giving a total 

of $12000.  Each camp costs US$4500 which is approximately A$6000.    Steps have been taken to 

raise some of the club’s contribution from outside the club. 

The next Golf Day will be in September 2017, to fit in with the busy corporate schedule of the Golf 

Club. 

David Firth reported on the status of the Pride of Workmanship project.  The last three years have 

shown a decline in sales.   A new timber backing plate for our POW Trophies has been investigat-

ed with the intent of making them more attractive. 

Theo G suggested that with the data base we have from many years of marketing our trophies 

throughout the Rotary world, an opportunity may exist to market a redesigned range of trophies.  

He suggested that the capabilities of Lasermade to manufacture from acrylic be investigated.  

A suggestion that our relationship with IGA in the shopping centre be fostered, by partnering with 

them in a monthly sausage sizzle. 

Terry Pankhurst reported that the Kings School will be having a “mufti” day to support his grandson 

who suffers from PKU. Proceeds to be donated to our club to in turn support PKU research. 

Arrangements and roles for next week’s Changeover Meeting were discussed.  Fifty attendees are 

expected. 

Acting President, Sergeant, and temporary El Supremo Adrian closed the meeting with singing of the Na-

tional Anthem.
