Rotary Meeting 4th July 

 The meeting started with new Sergeant Terry welcoming the new President Pam to her new role and she 

was welcomed by the rest of the members present. 

 First point of discussion was John’s report on a letter from St Lucy’s School’s Donna Morrison, thanking 

Pennant Hills Rotary for their contribution. The money will be used to provide one on one tutoring in mathe-

matics so their students can learn skills to better cope in their environment. She also invited the club to their 

Christmas Concert on the 6th of December. Ian Chappel presented an award to Alex Thomas on completing the 

Rotary Leadership Training course in preparation for him becoming president next year. Ian also outlined the 

money raising opportunity by volunteering as a Marshal at the upcoming City to Surf.  He encouraged members 

to register online on the City to Surf website. Theo Glockemann outlined his next visit to Timor which will be on 

the 8th of September.  Twelve people are going along with him as well as eleven from Barker. He encouraged 

others who would like to join him to speak up. President Pam advised that the proposed joint meeting on 11th 

July has been cancelled but our meeting will discus the Pride of Workmanship program. Peter Wilson handed out 

the financials from the past year showing the fundraising results and how the money was distributed to the vari-

ous groups supported. The members spoke at length about ways to manage the shortfall currently experienced 

in meals where there is a $4200 odd difference between outgoings and incomings per year. Discussions were 

around limiting the number of guests, putting up the price as well as ensuring the Golf club is notified on time 

when members plan not to attend as well as a proposal of a leave form to let the club know when members are 

going away. 

 Terry embraced his new role as Sergeant and fined a large number of people for their errors. These includ-

ed Ian Chappel for taking phone calls during the meeting as well as leaving last year’s theme banner in his brief-

case without putting on display. He fined a whole table for having a separate meeting when they were discussing 

the club financials. David Firth was fined for not remembering to bring the name board and  Ian Huckel for not 

reading the club directory. President Elect Alex was fined for taking the leadership training, (a bit unfair) but Ter-

ry was concerned about the funds raised from fines so he grabbed at anything. Terry then challenged the group 

to define a bodger and fined those who could not tell him what it was. 

 President Pam then outlined the proposed budget for next year and ideas to raise more money. Some sug-

gestions related to joint contributions by parents for youths who attended some of the programs the club man-

ages to allow the programs to continue as there may be a need to drop one event to manage the budget. As an 

outline of projects she went through items such as Daffodil Day on the 26th of August; the Trailer Raffle, sug-

gesting we seek donations from businesses to fill the trailer, and provide advertising on the trailer for the do-

nors, as well as the potential for dividing the proceeds into three; the Tree of Joy to continue as is; the Golf Day 

is not planned for this rotary year; Pride of Workmanship to continue with next week’s meeting open for discus-

sion on the program; the Red Shield Appeal to continue as there is little cost but work with Apple to better de-

fine the areas for collection; BowelCare program to continue as is; Ronald MacDonald House to continue as is. 

 As for new ideas, working with Crows Next on the Melbourne Cup Trifecta draw where the club would pur-

chase 2024 tickets from Crow’s Nest Club and sell them in the local community for $2 each for the chance to win 

$1000. The cost is $400 which goes to Crow’s Nest and the balance is used for the prize and for club funds. City 

to Surf marshalling where each member earns $75 for the club. Other thoughts were around a sausage sizzle at 

Bunnings or seeking sponsorship from a local RSL or Bowling Club. 

As for club functions there was a suggesting of moving the meal locations around as well as a social night on Fri-

day the 9th of September. A suggestion that we organise a PKU fundraiser in September to compensate for there

 Over the years, one question that has often been posed about our club is why we have never pro-
vided a district governor in our district. However, I think it is appropriate to register the fact 
that we have indeed produced three governors in other districts over the years. 

 In the Rotary Year 2001-2002, Bill Dethlefs was governor of District 9600. Bill joined 
our club in 1984 and was an active member through to 1994 when he resigned to move 
to the Sunshine Coast. He has remained active in Rotary ever since. Then in the year 
2003-2004, Doug Pascoe was governor of District 9450 (now D9455). Doug also joined 
our club in 1984 having moved here from Perth where he had been a member of 
East Perth club. Doug became very involved in Rotary including as our president in 
1986-87, and in various district roles. He led a District 9680 Group Study Exchange 
team to Florida and the Bahamas in 1990. There was no doubt that he was headed 
for the governor’s role in 9680 before he moved with his job back to Perth. There 
he joined the Perth club and continues his involvement in Rotary projects right up 
to the present. 

 And this year, Ian Jackson is the new governor of District 9650. Again, Ian 
joined our club back in 1995 and remained a member until his move to the Kendall 
district in the mid-north coast of NSW. There he joined the Laurieton club and has 
obviously been very involved both in his club and in the district there. We wish him 
well. 

 I should also mention that, for 6 years, we had the pleasure of Past District 
Governor Geoff Dubois as a member of our club. Geoff joined us from the 
Cabramatta club in District 9690 in 1991. He was a very involved rotarian both be-
fore he joined us and while he was in our club also. He left in 1997 to retire to sunny Queensland.  

I can’t guarantee that these are the only ‘brushes’ with the high office of District Governor that 
our club has had and I certainly don’t suggest that this is the end of our supply of rotary district 
leadership!

Shelters to Nepal 

Northbridge has donated around 100 corrugated iron 

permanent shelters to victims of the Nepal earth-

quake.  The club’s donation was made possible mainly 

through a “bucket appeal” to Northbridge residents in 

May and subsequent donations which together raised 

more than $18,000. 

The houses each hold from six to eight people, and in 

total will provide shelter for up to 800 people.  Most of 

these houses will be overseen and organised through 

the Rotary Club of Banepa, Nepal.
