Hornsby Council also makes Youth Leadership grants and Pam will investigate 

further. 

6. Pat Parker reminded members of the approaching Daffodil Day and the fact that Jack Reid, who has ar-

ranged our participation each year, is no longer able to help on the day. We appear to have at least 6 vol-

unteers for the 6 to 9am shift at Pennant Hills station. Interestingly, Ian Chappel revealed that we have 8 

volunteers as marshals at the upcoming City2Surf event, each earning the club $75!

David said the beginnings of the POW project was the beginning of POW which started in our 
club’s district and was supported by the then District Governor. The concept of “Do it once, Do it well, Build a 
Better Australia” to be promulgated in Australian workplaces was born. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

Our club makes and sells Plaques, Awards and Certificates to Rotary Clubs all over Australia and New Zealand. 
Jack Reid makes all the un-engraved Plaques which are posted directly to clubs that do their own engraving. The 
plaques are supplied as wooden blanks which need front surface work to be acceptable. Jack uses a couple of 
jigs to position the medallion and the blank flat metal engraving plate into position. Jack has done so many of 
these plaques, as a challenge he does then blind folded. This is not true-I am just checking if you are reading this! 

David explained the costing and the gross margins for all the different products and summarised the sales over 
the years to the Rotary Clubs. A majority of the sales are within the 9685 and the 9675 districts. No sales oc-
curred to 9500 and 9455 districts. The sales in recent years have decreased. A discussion occurred about poten-
tial outsourcing the marketing of the POW awards, plaques and certificate family. It was thought that keeping 
this within the club was the best option.

David said that the advertisement in the RDU magazine is going to change without any additional cost, alter-
nating the advertisement every month and including the advertisement with one of the featured articles each 
month. 

David has found difficulty priming the incoming DGs to promote POW during their year of office. The freedom of 
information act has restricted access to office bearers in other districts and their clubs so direct communication 
to decision makers is near impossible. The club understands the need to provide assistance to David and Jack for 
their tireless efforts over the years. The club stands at a point of regenerating POW within our district and the 
POW project within our club. It is believed that sharpening the club’s marketing focus within Australia and New 
Zealand that sales of POW artefacts will improve and a valuable Vocational arm of Rotary will be strengthened.
