WIM VIETNAM
Guest Speaker: S

o David began his presentation with a bit of geographic background. Vietnam has over

David Siddal 300 kilometres of coast and thousands of rivers. There is frequent flooding up to first
floor level, therefore drowning is a major problem. Because there is no national basic
swimming program for children and both parents work there is little child supervision
during school holidays. Statistically 10 children die per day in Vietnam.
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Western Australian Rotarians saw a need to do something about this and so the Swim
Vietnam Charity was developed to teach children and trainers and to promote
swimming and water safety. They taught 300+ children in the first year and thirty later
entered triathlons. This is despite a lack of swimming pools. Swim Australian built a
pool in 2009 and have since the built 9 others. Most of these pools are collapsible and
are put away or the winter. The pools are not heated!!

The program sends trainers to Vietnam, and the program is linked into school time in
the more remote areas. The program is supported by the Viethnamese government, but
it costs Swim Vietnam Trustees about S80K a year to run. Participation is voluntary and
it costs $45 for 15 lessons with an 85% success rate.
