A significant milestone has been achieved in relation to ‘End Polio Now’
Two billion doses of novel oral polio vaccine type 2 (nOPV2) have now been administered to children around the world.
Since 1998 GPEI has reduced Polio Cases by 99.9%. 20 million people are walking today who would have otherwise been paralysed by Polio.
The GPEI is a public-private partnership led by national governments with six core partners – the World Health Organization (WHO), Rotary International, the US Centres for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC), UNICEF, the
Gates Foundation and Gavi, the Vaccine Alliance.

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	  Polio This Week         10th November 2025

 Gender champions lead the way in polio eradication

Senator Ayesha Raza Farooq, Prime Minister’s Focal Person for Polio Eradication in Pakistan, and Baroness Jenny Chapman of Darlington, UK Minister for International Development and Africa, are the latest GPEI Polio Gender Champions, committing to support the GPEI Gender Equality Strategy as a concrete effort to highlight the role of gender in polio eradication.


Two billionth dose of nOPV2 administered
Marking a landmark achievement, two billion doses of novel oral polio vaccine type 2 (nOPV2) have now been administered to children around the world, as part of intensified efforts to curb circulating type 2 variant poliovirus outbreaks (cVDPV2).


Summary of new polioviruses this week: 

· Pakistan:  29 WPV1-positive environmental samples
· Algeria:  one cVDPV2-positive environmental sample
· Djibouti:  one cVDPV2-positive environmental sample
· Nigeria:  one cVDPV2 case
· Papua New Guinea:  one cVDPV2 case
