Commission 
 
25% commission will be retained by the Rotary Clubs of Applecross and Melville. The balance of 

the sale will go to the entrant, approximately 2 to 3 weeks after the close of the exhibition. Proceeds 

from the entry fees and commission will offset exhibition costs and will aid the Applecross and 
Melville Rotary Clubs’ Community Services.

Entry Fee 
 

Entrants should submit no more than four paintings in the exhibition (more than 4 is subject to 

discretion of the Rotary Clubs). A non-refundable entry fee of $15.50 per painting is required. 
Paintings entered as a pair attract a hanging fee of $15.50 each. 

 

Size and Presentation  
 
One artwork not exceeding 1000mm x 1000mm. All other works not to exceed 700mm x 700mm. 

Entries will be displayed in the exhibition, space permitting, however organisers will not be bound 
to exhibit all entries. Works must be touch dry and immediately ready to hang (with either cord or 

wire fixing). Screw eyes must be protected to avoid damage to other entries.

All entry forms must be received by Friday 2nd June 2023 5:00pm WA Time. Entry forms received

No prizes will be given. The reward for the artist is the opportunity to exhibit to the public and the 
opportunity of a financial reward commensurate with the quality of the work and the appeal to 

interested buyers at the sale. Every effort is made to effect further commissions.
