The Moline Rotary Foundation will award up to five (5) $1,000 scholarships to graduating high school
seniors living in the boundaries of Moline School District No. 40 and planning to continue their
education. Awards will be given based on active involvement in service oriented activities, leadership,
and academic achievement. Applications will be reviewed and scholarship funds awarded by the Moline
Rotary Club Scholarship Committee. All decisions are final. Scholarship funds will be administered
directly to the recipient’s educational institution following proof of full-time enrollment (at least 12
semester hours).

REQUIREMENTS:

1. Applicant must be a current high school senior living in the boundaries of Moline School District
No. 40 and plan to enroll in an accredited post institution of higher learning.

2. Applicant must have maintained a cumulative GPA 3.0 on a 4.0 scale during the first seven (7)
semesters of high school. As verification, the applicant must provide a sealed High School
transcript detailing seven (7) semesters of class work. Emailed Transcripts using Parchment are
acceptable.

3. Applicant must be or have been actively involved in at least two (2) service oriented activity or
organization in his or her community, school, or place of worship during their high school years.
The applicant will submit one-page resume listing contact information and extra-curricular
activities, both at the students school and in the community. Active membership in School’s
interact Club is preferred.

4. Applicants must submit an essay answering “What ‘Service Above Self’ Means to Me.”
Maximum 200 words.

5. Applicants must submit a letter of recommendation from a leader of one of the service oriented
activities or organizations listed on the applicant’s resume and detail the applicant’s impact in
his/her community.

6. Submit: Resume, sealed transcript, essay, and letter of recommendation. Only fully completed
packets will be considered.

7. Applications must be submitted to Ms. Stone in the Counseling Center at Moline High School by
the end of the school day Friday, March 18, 2022. Transcripts using Parchment should be
emailed to jcmillman@rentgc.com.
