Board Election: It is election time again.  Time to select 5 members to join our Board of Directors for the next two years.  The members elected now will serve from July1, 2018 until June 30, 2020.  Nominations will be requested at Tuesday’s meeting (Dec. 5) and elections will be held next week (Dec. 12).  Jim Snyder, Oscar Hernandez, Peggy Bitler, Rich Ernst and Kathy Mann will finish their terms June 30 and they are eligible to be nominated (Kathy is President-Elect so she will automatically be on the Board next year.  If you wish to nominate someone, talk to them first and see if they feel they have the time and interest to serve on the Board.  It is not a demanding job but it does take some time and require early arrival for the monthly meeting.
Christmas Parade Float:  Saturday Dec. 9 is the first annual Christmas “Parade of Lights”.  Rotary has agreed to support this effort by entering a float.  Wednesday Dec. 6 we will have a decorating “party” at the Bitler workshop.  Matt Bowman is supplying a trailer and the electrical power source.  Ken Bitler is supplying some hay bales.  We have lights and decorations ready to put on the trailer (we could always use some more great ideas on how to improve things), but we need workers to do the decorating.  Check at the meeting Tuesday for details about exactly when the party will begin.
Board meeting:  At their November meeting the Board was requested to fund book purchase for the ROP library.  Wynne Prindle (who is doing a library project at ROP) presented a list of books she felt would be appropriate for the students there and commented that the current collection at the library was very inadequate.  The Board agreed to fund the purchase of $1,000 of the list she presented (about half the cost of the entire list).  The Board will also keep the project in mind and fund it further if money is available later this year.
In other action, the Board agreed to send the proceeds of the Area 10 Foundation Dinner silent auction to The Rotary Foundation.  That is a donation of $2,955 to help fund Rotary International projects.
The Board also agreed to fund the eight students for next summer’s RYLA sessions ($725 each student).  In addition they expect/hope that the Sparks Rotary Club will pay for an additional two students.  

Recent programs:  Those of you who missed the meeting the past couple of weeks missed some very interesting programs.  Not much advance publicity, but sometimes that happens.  
Tuesday Nov. 21 was Student of the Month awards.  Four YHS students and two ROP students were honored.  All six were described glowingly by their teachers and supervisors.  The students were Riley Karrik, Ava Ortiz, Darwin Snyder, and Gabby Hunt from YHS and Summer and Celina from ROP.
Tuesday Nov. 28 was a surprise program.  Steve Singer’s son, Sam, happened to be in town and gave a presentation about the recent solar eclipse and the universe in general.  Sam has a PhD in Science Education.  He founded and heads the Wyoming StarGazing non-profit organization and his interest and knowledge were apparent in his presentation.

Tree Planting around Mt. Kilimanjaro, Tanzania

Four Rotary clubs in Auburn, CA are working on a joint international project of planting 1,000,000 trees around Mt. Kilimanjaro in Tanzania. We are partnering with Trees4Kili to accomplish this as part of a much bigger ambition that organization has over the next 10 years.
