Mary’s Demotion:  Another Rotary year is about to end.  Mary’s year as leader of Yerington Rotary will be over in a few more weeks.  Some clubs have elaborate, and sometimes bizarre, activities required to allow the current president to turn control over to a new president.  Fortunately we do not do such things.  At our June 27th meeting the presidency of Yerington Rotary will quietly change from Mary Swirsky to Lynda Boody.  This meeting is usually treated as a reason to celebrate.  Not because we are happy to be rid of our current president, but to celebrate our accomplishments during the past year.  We are, of course, a service club and we do have lots of local and international projects we have helped during the year.

This years “End of Year” meeting will be held at the Walker River Bowman’s Archery Range at the West end of Luzier Lane on Tuesday June 27.  In addition to the usual awards and passing of the presidential pin we will be treated to a gourmet dinner planned and prepared by renowned chef P. Bitler.  She has promised a meal featuring tripe, polenta and pickled tongue (with some BBQ ribs for the unadventurous).  With luck she might be able to provide chicken feet as an appetizer.

RYLA:  As listed above in the “Upcoming Events” section, there are three RYLA sessions in June and July.  We are sending 14 students and have some in each of the 3 sessions.  Hence we have the maximum possible number of trips to get all the students to and from the Portola location where RYLA is held.  The logistics of getting the students there and back will be discussed at an upcoming regular meeting but if you can volunteer to do one or more of the trips, talk to Steve Singer or Mary Swirsky.  

NITC Signup:  Night in the Country is an easy way for us to pickup some money to help pay for the projects we do.  We just have to show up on July 28 and 29 and sell cups of beer.  In order to protect themselves, Boys and Girls Club require all workers to register before hand.  We need about 15 workers each night.  If you plan on helping the Club on this fundraiser you have to go to the web site www.nightinthecountry.org and click on “INFO” then click on “Volunteers”.  It ain’t fun but do it anyway, it is necessary.  It has to be done before June 30.

Interact Club:  Our Interact Club was busy on Rotarians at Work Day.  They filled 240 sand bags and delivered them to potential flood sites.  They also agreed to place sand bags around a senior citizen’s home if flooding became eminent.  Through various activities they raised enough money this year to sponsor one of the 14 RYLA students we are sending this year.

Web Sites:  Yerington Rotary has two web sites.  One of the sites is a Facebook site.  This site is an excellent way to present to the general public, as well as current Rotary members, just what Rotary does.  Posting photos of Rotary activities tells a lot about what we do for our community.  It is probably the best way to counter the reputation that Rotary is just a bunch of old men sitting around the bar writing checks.

The second web site is the site at www.YeringtonRotary.org.  This site is part of a service provided to Rotary International and District 5190 by an organization named ClubRunner.  Our pages are designed by members of our Club using software supplied by Club Runner.  This site costs us money ($400 to $500 per year depending on the number of members we have).  The database of member information maintained through this site is coordinated with Rotary International and District 5190 as our official membership data.  Our Club must enter and maintain data on members.  This is done mainly by the Club Secretary.  Access to maintain this membership data is guaranteed through District 5190 even if we do not pay to have a website.  

The web site provides an opportunity to provide a different source of information about Yerington Rotary than the Facebook site does.  For example: The home page of this site has a list of current member names that anyone (Rotarian or not) can access.  It has present and past newsletters.  It has the current Club bylaws (a necessary but usually ignored ????).  It provides a way to give more detailed information about the Club than is available through Facebook (e.g. “The year in review” story from several years ago).  Some info is available to the general public and some only to Club members.  The mechanism is there but it needs some attention.

Each member has access to his/her own data and can view names and selected info about other members.  To access this info you need a login name and a password.  Your default login name is something like your ordinary name with the number 8464 tacked on the end.  For example: tprice8464 or maybe tomprice8464.  Depends on when ClubRunner assigned the name.  I can lookup what your login name is and tell you or you can retrieve it (see below).  The default password is probably similar (tprice or tomprice).  I can’t look up your current password or change it for you, but you can use the “New and existing users: retrieve login and/or reset password” feature to get logged in.  Go to the YeringtonRotary.org home page and click on the “Member login” button in the upper right hand corner.  That gets you to the login page and either enter the requested data or try the retrieve/reset option at the bottom of the login box.

The info (name, address, phone, email, etc.) in this data base is what is used for member lists and emails sent out by the Club and District.  Please login in and make sure it is correct.
