Yerington Rotary Foundation: The Financial Report for the fiscal year 7/1/2017-6/30/2018 has been audited and is now available.  If you would like a copy, talk to Tom Price.  During the year the Foundation received almost $5,000 in donations in memory of Ron Nagel to support scholarships.  They received over $9,000 in memory of Kenny Bitler.  Peggy is considering establishing and funding a new scholarship, probably a 2 year scholarship, in Kenny’s name.  This possibility will be discussed at the upcoming joint meeting of the Foundation Board and the Scholarship Committee.  In addition to the above donations the Foundation received almost $6,000 in additional donations to support our scholarship program.  The Giomi Memorial Golf Tournament raised over $12,000 for the scholarship program (this was last year’s tournament).  Most of that money is donations.

Keep in mind that many of the donations the Foundation receives require the 501(c)(3) tax exempt status that the Foundation has.  Donations to the Rotary Club do not offer the same benefit.

Last issues’ “Do you know our projects?”: This was a 2007 Rotary project.  Veteran’s Park, located on Oregon Street between the city’s baseball/soccer fields was in the process of several upgrades.  The city was replacing the children’s playground equipment.  The Rotary Club  installed two picnic table gazebos to provide shade from summer sun.  Several local businesses helped with this work.  Grant Smith Aggregates provided the base and concrete for the gazebo pads.  Dennis Rechel and Sons Construction helped with pouring and finishing the concrete and  Marathon Corporation provided the steel framework and construction of the gazebos.  Member Kurt Werner of Green Valley Rentals provided the necessary equipment for erecting the first gazebo and member Jim Perry provided the equipment for erecting the second one.  Considerable effort in digging out for the pads, preparing for the concrete, pouring the concrete and erecting the gazebos was provided by the Rotary Club members, City of Yerington employees and Lyon County trustees.  The city installed additional lighting in the park and the Rotary Club provided a plaque dedicating the park to the men and women who have served in the U.S. armed services.  This park has been part of the Yerington park system for many years and these upgrades improved its usability and its role as a reminder of those who have served our country making it stronger and safer.
