Carlsbad Hi-Noon Fundraising Projects
The Carlsbad Hi-Noon Rotary Club (CHNR) has two main fundraising events each year: Oktoberfest, held on September 2, 2025 and the Scholarship Raffle, held in the Spring of 2026. 
The Oktoberfest is an enormous event in partnership with the Carlsbad Rotary (the evening club). The net proceeds are split between the two Rotary Clubs and allow each club to provide service to area nonprofits through financial and hands-on projects.  Oktoberfest is identified as ALL HANDS-ON DECK, so your participation is expected before, during or after the event.  
The Scholarship Raffle raises the funds to afford financial scholarships to students attending school or living in Carlsbad.  Club members assist in buying and selling raffle tickets to produce the award funds . . . and all proceeds go to scholarships.
