Short Term Exchange An 8-12
week cultural exchange program
for students age 15 to 18 where
two students from different coun-
tries take turns living with the other
student’s family for 4-6 weeks.
Summer Camp Short Term
Youth Exchange A 3 week cul-
tural exchange program that allows
10-12 students age 15% to 18, each
from a different country, to live
and play with Rotarians in another
country.

MusicCamp Short Term Youth
Exchange is a three week Youth
Exchange program for young musi-
cians from around the world who
practice and perform with the San
Diego Youth Symphony. Old Mis-
sion Rotarian Bob Self serves on
this District Committee.
