an average club size of around 22 
members. Meetings are held every 
week or every other week and 
usually in the evening, although 
some clubs meet in the morning or 
afternoon. Every meeting is based 
around a set of organized speeches. 
Speakers are given feedback, often 
by a more experienced member, 
who then gives an impromptu 
speech with constructive feedback 
based on their performance. 
In May 2019, two long-standing 
organizations, Toastmasters Inter-
national and Rotary International, 
formed a unique strategic alliance, 
drawing from the strength of their 
many similarities and comple-
mentary differences. The opportu-
nity for Toastmasters members is 
primarily to establish fellowship 
and make new connections, con-
tribute more to communities, and 
potentially elevate clubs. Rotary 
members have the opportunity to 
develop new skills and may ask to 
visit Toastmasters clubs or receive 
evaluations. Toastmasters also de-
veloped eight educational courses 
for Rotarians and Rotaractors, 
available on Rotary International’s 
Learning Center, which can be 
accessed by their members in nine 
languages.
