Internet Care Sites
Nearly ¥ of Americans complain
they have difficulty obtaining non-
emergency care on nights or week-
ends. E-visit websites are arising to
meet this demand and are attract-
ing venture capital investors. They
offer customers a virtual medical
appointment, usually via-e mail.
Advantages are convenience and
speed. Disadvantages are that they
purvey episodes of care, without
follow-up, and are limited because
of inability to see and physically
examine the patient. Most assert
their service does not constitute
a physician-patient relationship.
Many of these websites also sell
products, such as additional well-
ness profiles and nutritional supple-
ments.
The American Telemedicine As-
sociation is attempting to develop
standard practice guidelines for
these entities, which will likely
continue to grow because they do
give people a service they desire,
and often truly need.
